Reasons

By submission dated 21 October 2008 UniCredit Bank Austria AG (FN 150714p), having its

registered office in 1010 Vienna, Schottengasse 6-8, applied for declaration of the scope of its

licence by official decision.

The scope of the licence of the joint-stock company whose name at that time was "Bank

Austria Creditanstalt AG" had most recently been declared by decision dated 25 June 2008 in

the course of granting of the licence pursuant to Section 1 para 1 item 7a BWG.

By resolution of the shareholders' meeting of 31 July 2008 an amendment to the Articles of

Association regarding the joint-stock company's name was resolved, by which the name of the

joint-stock company was changed from "Bank Austria Creditanstalt AG" to "UniCredit Bank
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Austria AG". The amendment to the Articles of Association was registered in the Business

Register on 27 September 2007 [sic!].

On grounds of documentation and legal certainty it was possible to issue a declaratory

decision on the basis of the change of the joint-stock company's name to "UniCredit Bank

Austria AG" as requested.

Information about the right to appeal

No ordinary appeal is permitted against this decision.

Information

However, you have the right to lodge a Beschwerde [translator's note: extraordinary resort to

an upper court] against this decision with the Verwaltungsgerichtshof [Austrian Supreme

Administrative Court] or (and) with the Verfassungsgerichtshof [Austrian Supreme

Constitutional Court] within six weeks of service of this decision. The Beschwerde must be

signed by a Rechtsanwalt [Austrian lawyer]. When filing the Beschwerde, a fee of EUR 220

must be paid into a relevant account of the Finanzamt für Gebühren und Verkehrssteuern

[Tax Office for Fees and Transaction Charges] in Vienna by means of a payment slip on

which the purpose for which the amount is to be used must be stated. Evidence of payment by

payment slip, which has to be confirmed by a post office, must be attached to the Beschwerde.
